Assessor Guidance Note #2
Assessors to Provide Summary of their Opinion

The panel of assessors is required to under the Building Control Act 2007 to provide an opinion to the Technical Assessment Board as to whether the candidate has satisfied the requirements of the Act and can be recommended for registration. The Building Control Act 2007 also requires the Technical Assessment Board to decide whether an applicant has for a period of ten years prior to 1 May 2008 been “performing duties commensurate with those of an architect.”

In order to assist it in its work, the Board requests the assessors to provide as part of the Opinion to be issued by them to the Board a 250 word summary of their findings and reasoning underpinning those findings.  This summary should explain how the findings were arrived at and give an overview of the strengths and weaknesses of the candidate.  In particular the assessors are requested to direct their careful attention to the satisfaction of the 10 year period criterion and to explain to the Board whether the applicant has in fact been performing the duties of the architect for at least 10 years.  The summary should set out when in the opinion of the assessors the period of performing duties commensurate with those of an architect started and finished.
